You'll be part of the team who make sure all young people at Outward
Bound have the right equipment for their adventure and learning course, as well as providing a safe,
secure and homely environment back at centre.

You'll work with other facilities functions and will report to our Head of Facilities. You'll:

. Perform general maintenance tasks on our buildings, grounds, boats, road vehicles and
student equipment.

. Work with our Head of Facilities to make sure that our buildings, grounds, vehicles and

equipment comply to national legal frameworks and Outward Bound’s own procedures.

Notice, report and make safe any health and safety concerns.

Record maintenance activities and statutory legal requirements.

Role model safety in all areas of operations.

Work with our Adventure Resource Co-ordinator to issue equipment to students and staff and

to perform stock and compliance checks on equipment and personal protective equipment.

o Help wider Outward Bound teams on programmes through:

- Transporting students to and from activity locations

- Supporting programme objectives (eg employability and environmental themes)

Work with specialist contractors to provide support when required.

Deputise for the Head of Facilities if required and as directed.

Train other staff where appropriate.

Attend toolbox talks, team meetings and site meetings.
